For the 2008 Season, match fees will be £15 per umpire (see Rule 14(a) for variations), with travelling expenses of 15p/mile.

RULES


1.  NAME


The League shall be called the Stones Construction Services Cumbria Cricket League and shall consist of one section, to be known as Division One.

2.  CONSTITUTION

The League shall be open to competition each year to such club teams as are recommended by the Management Committee to the Annual General Meeting.

In making such recommendations, the Management Committee

shall pay particular regard to each club having a permanent ground with suitable facilities and standards.

3.  FEES

Each club shall pay an annual subscription of Fifty pounds.

All clubs shall be affiliated to the Cumbria Cricket Board and shall pay such dues as may be required from time to time.

All fees must be received by the Hon. Treasurer not later than the 31st May in each year; failure to do so will result in a fine of ten pounds.

4.  ADMINISTRATION

The League shall be administered by a Committee, known as the ‘Management Committee’, elected at the Annual General Meeting, consisting of a Chairman, Hon. Secretary, Hon. Treasurer, Hon. Records and Press Officer, Hon. Fixture Secretary and up to seven other members.  Five shall form a quorum. The Chairman shall be empowered to use a casting vote.

The Management Committee shall have the powers to apply, act upon and enforce the Rules of the League and shall have jurisdiction over all matters affecting the League, including any not provided for by the Rules.

All decisions of the Management Committee shall be binding, subject to any appeal to a Board of Appeal, constituted in accordance with Rule 20.

5.   LAWS

All matches shall be played according to the Laws of Cricket as published by the MCC, excepting as same may be varied by these Rules.

 (a) Wide Bowling Law 25.1 The Umpires are instructed to apply a very strict and consistent interpretation in regard to this law in order to prevent negative bowling wide of the wicket or over the batsman’s head.

(b) Covers, where available, must be used to cover the whole of the wicket or any other part of the playing area during interruptions of play.

6.  PERIOD OF PLAY

(a) Each match shall consist of 40 six ball overs for each team, but in the event of bad weather, unsuitable ground conditions or other valid reason for a late start, overs shall be reduced by one per side for each six minutes of play lost prior to the commencement of the game, subject to a minimum of 25 overs for each team. Should the team batting first declare prior to completing their allotted overs, then such complete overs as remain shall be added to their opponents allotted overs, except where weather conditions curtail play for a total of at least one hour during the first innings.  No bowler shall bowl more than one fifth of the overs agreed before the start of play in any innings.

(b) The normal starting time for all League matches shall be 2:00pm.  In exceptional circumstances the Management Committee shall have the power to alter the starting time of any fixture. The umpires, or team captains if no umpires are allocated, shall report the actual starting time of the match on the approved score sheet, giving the reason if play started late.  The Management Committee will impose a fine of five pounds on any club responsible for a late start without a valid reason.


(c) If available, a bell shall be rung ten minutes before the start of the match, at which time, in any case, all players then practicing shall leave the field of play, the captains having already tossed for the choice of innings.  In the event of the toss not being possible at the appointed time the offending team shall forfeit the right to do so.  The onus of ringing the bell, if available, shall rest with the appointed umpires.


(d) For all matches where an Umpire is present; Team sheets shall be completed by each team and presented to the match Umpire(s) ten minutes before the scheduled start time. The completed sheets shall consist of full names of all players, with the Captain and Wicketkeeper highlighted.  The age group of any player under the age of eighteen shall be clearly marked.


(e) Matches not started three hours after the starting time, as stated in Rule 6(b), shall be considered as a draw.


(f) Play shall cease six hours after the starting time, as stated in Rule 6(b).  If, before this time, a definite result has been obtained the match shall be considered complete as a League fixture and all further play shall be excluded from the League records. 


(g) In all Division One matches, all innings shall be completed (without unplanned stoppages) in not longer than two hours and forty minutes.  Any team which fails to achieve this standard will be subject to a disciplinary investigation by the League Management Committee.  If there are no extenuating circumstances, the offending team will be penalised by the deduction of;

· Two points for failure to achieve the required standard on the first occasion

· Three points for a second failure in the same season

· Four points for a third failure in the same season

· Five points for each subsequent failure in the same season


(h) The tea interval shall last twenty minutes and a bell, if available, shall be rung by the appointed umpires five minutes before play is due to be resumed


(i) All Clubs shall provide the Hon. League Secretary with the following information before the last day of February each year.

(i) Club Secretary details, including name, address and telephone number(s) and email address (if applicable).

(ii) At least two official match contacts per team, including telephone number(s) and email addresses (if applicable).

(iii) At least two further match contacts, including telephone numbers and email addresses (if applicable) for the use of the Hon. Records and Press Officer only (these details will not be published in the League handbook).

(iv) If applicable, telephone number(s) of the Club pavilion or clubhouse.

Any changes to these details made after the date stated above and before the end of the season, must be forwarded in writing to the Hon. Records and Press Officer.  Failure to comply with the foregoing will result in a fine of ten pounds for the offending club.

(j) All away teams shall travel unless notified otherwise.  Where the home team notifies the away team that they consider the ground unfit the home team must notify the official team contact of the away team at least two hours before the official start time of the game, the away team must be given the option to travel.  If the away team decides to travel and the match does not commence they shall bear the responsibility of all umpires fees in accordance with Rule 14.  In all cases the away team shall make the journey to the match venue unless advised to the contrary by the home club.


(k) The League appointed umpires shall be the sole judges as to the suitability, regarding weather and pitch conditions, for starting, continuing or discontinuing play.  In the absence of League appointed umpires these responsibilities shall rest with the two team captains.

Explanatory Note: When calling off a game a representative of the home team shall contact one of the nominated match contacts of the away team (as listed in this handbook).  It shall be the home team’s responsibility to ensure that the away team are aware that the game has been called off – a message left on an answering machine does not guarantee this as any individual match contact may be otherwise engaged.  If no nominated match contact can be contacted the home team shall contact the Hon. Records and Press Officer for assistance.

7. PROFESSIONALS

No professional shall be allowed to play in the Cumbria Cricket League.

8. PLAYERS and REGISTRATION

(a) Each club shall forward a list of the players they wish to register for the coming season to the Hon. Records and Press Officer, to arrive no later than midday on the second Saturday in April.  The list shall include the surname and forename name of all players and shall be ordered alphabetically by surname.  Failure to comply with the above will result in a fine of ten pounds for the club involved.  Until a list of registered players is received by the Hon. Records and Press Officer no player shall be considered as being registered for that club.  

A player’s registration shall not be deemed binding until they have made one appearance in the current season.  Additional players shall be eligible to play if they are registered with the Hon. Records and Press Officer, on or before the Friday prior to the match concerned, and his acknowledgement is obtained.  No player may be registered or transferred after the last day of July each year, though any player appearing on a clubs registration list but not having played before this date will be eligible.  

Any player under the age of fifteen may be registered on the day of the match using the section provided on the approved League score sheet.  Clubs shall only be allowed to play players who are registered to that club.


(b) No player shall play in the Cumbria Cricket League or affiliated cups if he is a current player in another weekend league, the exception being if the club to which they are registered play in the North Lancashire and Cumbria Premier League or Division One, or the Eden Valley League.


(c) A player may transfer to any club in the Cumbria Cricket League from any other league providing that the Hon. Records and Press Officer is given seven days notice in writing, accompanied by a confirmatory letter from his previous club stating that he has terminated his playing membership with that club.


(d) No player shall play for more than one club in the same season unless his registration is transferred to another club with the approval of both clubs.  Any transfer shall be conducted in writing with copies forwarded to the Hon. Records and Press Officer for his acknowledgement, any transfer not being deemed as complete until such acknowledgement is received by the club to which the player is transferring.


(e) Any player over the age of fifteen shall be ineligible to play in Division One if he / she has played in the North Lancashire and Cumbria League Premier, or First Division.

(f) In any case of transgression of this rule maximum points, i.e. the number of points normally awarded for a win, shall be deducted from the offending team and their opponents shall be credited with a win.

9. POINTS

The points governing League matches shall be as follows:-

(a) Eighteen points for a win but no bonus points applicable.


(b) Five points for a tie.


(c) Seven points to a team scoring the greater number of runs and three points to their opponents in a drawn game after the maximum number of overs (i.e. Eighty) has been played.


(d) Seven points to a team scoring the greater number of runs and three points to their opponents in a game where rain (or some other reason) reduces the maximum of eighty overs, as long as the overs available to the team batting second are equal or greater than the number used by the team batting first.


(e) Five points to each team where rain (or some other reason) prevents play in a game or if Rule 9 (d) cannot be applied.


(f) Bonus points shall be awarded as follows in matches that are lost, drawn or tied:-

· One point for runs scored between 100 and 124

· One further point for runs scored between 125 and 149

· One further point for runs scored between 150 and 174

· One further point for runs scored of 175 or more

· One point for every three wickets taken


Note: A batsman retired and unable to resume play, or a batsman absent at the end of the innings, shall count as a wicket taken.  If a team consisting of less than eleven players is fully dismissed their opponents will be awarded three bowling points.

10. CHAMPIONSHIPS, PROMOTION and RELEGATION

At the end of the season;​

(a) In Division One the team with the highest number of points shall be League Champions.


(b) Should any team complete the season with an equal number of points the final league position shall be decided by the following formula:-

(Runs Scored / Wickets Lost)

(Runs Conceded / Wickets Taken)

All totals of runs scored and conceded and wickets lost and taken shall be derived from the results, forwarded on approved score sheets to the Hon. Records and Press Officer, throughout the season.  For this calculation only, where any team are ‘all out’, ten wickets shall be credited to the opposing team regardless of whether or not their opponents side consisted of eleven men.  Runs scored and/or conceded and wickets lost and/or taken in drawn games shall be included in this calculation.

(c) In the event of Clubs/Teams joining or withdrawing from the League, the Management Committee shall have the power to re-organise the Divisions, if possible, so that;

(i) Each contains an even number of teams,

(ii) Each contains an equal number of teams.


(d) Championship Cups and Trophies shall be presented to the Divisional Winners at the Annual General Meeting.

11. FIXTURES

(a) The season shall commence on the penultimate Saturday in April.


(b)The Hon. Fixture Secretary shall seek to submit to the clubs, not later than the last day of February, the draft fixtures for the coming season. 
 

(c) All fixtures shall be played on the dates published in the League Handbook.  In exceptional circumstances the Management Committee shall have the power to alter the date of any fixture.  Any change to the published fixture shall be notified in writing to the clubs concerned and the Hon. Records and Press Officer by the Hon. Fixtures Secretary.  In the event of difficulty in securing the use of a ground the home side shall find an alternative venue.  

Clubs that have ground availability problems must be prepared to play home games on the grounds of their opponents or at other alternative venues.


(d) In the event of any team being unable to fulfill any League or Cup fixture, a representative of that Club shall contact an official match contact of their opponents, and the Hon. Records and Press Officer, to inform them that the match will not be played.  Any Club failing to comply will incur a fine of ten pounds in addition to any penalty incurred for the cancellation of the match.


(e) All Division One matches shall be played on the day stated in the League handbook.


Clubs requiring special consideration must notify the Hon. Fixtures Secretary on or before the first day of January each year.


12. TROPHIES

All trophies are the property of the League and the winners shall enter into proper agreements for their safe custody.  Trophies shall be returned in good condition to the Hon. Secretary on demand by the Management Committee, but in any event, not later than the last day in August in each year.  Failure to comply will result in a fine of ten pounds.  

Winning clubs are responsible for the engraving of their name on the trophy before it is returned.

Note:  The League will refund the costs of engraving, and will bear the costs of any necessary reconditioning as a result of normal wear and tear; clubs will remain responsible for any costs incurred by loss or damage.

13. SCORES and ANALYSIS

(a) In every League or Cup match the competing clubs shall appoint their own scorers and the home side shall be responsible for forwarding a fully completed League approved score sheet to the Hon. Records and Press Officer.  The score sheet shall be sent by first class post and postmarked not later than the Monday following the match, or Tuesday if the match is played on a Bank Holiday Monday. Score sheets not received by the Hon. Records and Press Officer three days after the game will be deeded as being late and a fine of five pounds imposed on the home club, or in the case of Cup Finals, the winning club.


(b)
The two Captains are responsible for ensuring that, for all matches the score sheet shall be legible and shall include the following details:-

The full names of both competing teams, the venue, the day and date of the game, the competition, match start and finish times and, if applicable, a reason for a late start, surname and forename (as on the clubs list of registered players) of all players in any game that commences.  The scores of all batsmen and the method of their dismissal (including the bowler and, if applicable, the name of the player catching or stumping the batsman) with not out batsmen and those who did not bat clearly marked.  All extras.  The total number of wickets lost and runs scored by each team.  Bowling analysis for each bowler, again identified by both surname and forename, including overs bowled, maiden overs, runs conceded and wickets taken.  Both captains shall sign the completed score sheet, as shall the umpire(s) (if applicable).  The result, whether or not the team batting second reached two thirds of their opponents score and the points awarded shall be clearly marked in the sections provided.  Wicket keepers shall be named regardless of their taking any catches or stumpings.  Both captains may nominate a ‘Man of the Match’ and ‘Best Young Player’ in the sections provided.  The appointed umpires may report on the state of the pitch in the section provided, in the event of there being no appointed umpires the report may be made by the team captains.
  

(c)
In the case of incomplete information being received the offending Club shall be liable to a fine of five pounds.


(d)
In the event of any match being cancelled the home side shall be responsible for forwarding a score sheet to the Hon. Records and press Officer indicating the reason for cancellation and the points to be awarded to each team.


(e)
The qualification for League Average trophies shall be; Batting - 200 runs with an average of 25 or greater and 10, or more, innings, Bowling - 25, or more, wickets.  The Management Committee shall have the power to re-assess the qualification criteria in abnormal circumstances.


(f) All clubs shall submit the batting and/or bowling records of all players who they believe meet the qualification for the League Averages, as stated in Rule 13(e), to the Hon. Records and Press Officer by the last day in September each year.  Failure to do so will result in a fine of twenty pounds for the offending club.
  

Any records provided by the clubs shall be used as by the Hon. Records and Press Officer to audit his figures, in all cases the final averages shall be calculated using the data submitted on match score sheets.

14.  UMPIRES

(a) Umpires shall be appointed where possible, all matches.  All appointed umpires shall by paid travelling expenses and a match fee, as specified within this handbook, where only one appointed umpire stands at both ends the match fee shall be one and a half times the normal match fee.  The cost of the umpires expenses shall be shared by both teams playing in the match with the home side being responsible for making the payments during the tea interval.


(b) The home club shall be responsible for informing the umpire(s) in the event of a match being cancelled or postponed.  Failure to do so shall make the home club liable for all umpires expenses and match fees, together with a fine of not less than the combined total of both expenses and match fees.


(c) When umpires attend a match that is not commenced, travelling expenses and half fees shall be paid.


(d) In the event of the absence of any League appointed umpire(s) the umpiring duties shall be resolved by the team captains.

15.  BALL

Before the Captains toss for choice of innings, each side must provide the Umpires with a match ball and a spare ball. These must be the official Cumbria Cricket League Ball, except clubs playing in the North Lancashire and Cumbria League, who may use a North Lancashire and Cumbria League ball, previously used in a North Lancashire and Cumbria League game, but this may not be used as a new ball or as a refurbished ball.

Note:  The official League ball is the Tiflex St James ball.


16.  PENALTIES

(a) Any team failing to fulfill any League or Cup match shall be liable to a fine of twenty pounds, and also be liable for any expenses incurred by the opposing Club as a result of the cancellation of the match.  The opposing club will be able to make a claim to the League for any expenses incurred by the cancellation of the match.  The offending club shall have maximum points, i.e. the number of points normally awarded for a win, deducted and their opponents credited with a win.


(b) The Management Committee shall have the power to impose a fine of not greater than twenty pounds on any club who fail to comply with any League or Cup Competition rule that does not specify a fixed penalty.

17.

17.  SPECTATORS

Clubs shall be responsible for the conduct of their own spectators attending matches organised by the league. If such spectators create a disturbance or interfere with the play or the players or any umpires or officials engaged therein or molest, insult or intimidate in any way such players, umpires or officials, any aggrieved party has the right of reporting the matter to the Management Committee In such instances, the Management Committee has the right of enquiry into the circumstances and of levying fines and/or order the suspension of League matches on the ground of the offending club, in line with Rule 19.

18.  DISPUTES and COMPLAINTS

A Management Sub-Committee shall adjudicate in all disputed matters in connection with the affairs of the League. This Sub-Committee shall consist of four Committee members plus the Chairman (or Vice Chairman) who shall have the casting vote and the Hon. Secretary (or his deputy) who will take the minutes but may not vote. In the event of difficulty forming a sub committee, the Hon. Secretary shall have the power to co-opt elected officials of member Clubs onto the Sub Committee.

Complaints accompanied by a deposit of ten pounds in each case, shall be made to the Hon. Secretary within seven days of the cause for the complaint, such deposit to be returned if the complaint is sustained. The Management Sub-Committee shall consider the complaint within 14 days of its receipt. 

In the event of any complaint not being upheld, the Management Sub-Committee shall have the power to order the complaining Club to pay all the expenses in connection with the complaint. If the complaint is sustained, the Management Sub-Committee shall have the power to order the offending Club to pay the expenses of the meeting. In all disputes representatives of the Clubs concerned may not sit on the Management Sub-Committee. Having considered all relevant evidence, the Management Sub Committee shall decide the outcome and their decision shall be binding subject to the right of appeal as in Rule 20(a).

19.  DISCIPLINE

(a) It shall be a disciplinary offence;

(i) For any player in the course of or in connection with a match to misconduct himself or to act at any time in a manner likely to prejudice the good name or interests of the League, and

(ii) For any Club to fail properly to control or discipline its players or to act in a manner likely to prejudice the good name or interests of the League, and the player and/or Club committing an offence shall be liable to penalties in the manner as prescribed hereafter.

(b) For the purposes of these Rules the expression “the player” shall be deemed to mean and include not only any player, whether a professional or otherwise, but also any member or official of any club or if appropriate any other person involved in any incident of possible misconduct occurring on the field of play, or on the premises of the club, as may be appropriate in the particular circumstances.


(c) Before any penalty is imposed there shall be a disciplinary hearing before the Management Sub ​Committee of the League. At least seven days’ notice of the hearing and of the offence alleged shall be given to the player or Club, in either case through the Club’s official Secretary. The player or club shall be entitled to attend the hearing (in the case of a Club by its secretary or other official), to be legally or otherwise represented and to call witnesses

(d) If at the hearing the Management Sub-Committee find the offence alleged proved it shall have the power to impose one of the following penalties:-​

(i) In the case of a player:-


(a) Expulsion from the League


(b) Suspension from one or more matches


 (c) A suspended penalty


 (d) A reprimand

Save that a player for the same offence may be both suspended and fined.

(ii) In the case of a club:-


 (a) Expulsion from the League


(b) Expulsion from any cup competition of the League.


(c) Deduction of points in the League


(d) A fine of not more than fifty pounds


(e) A suspended penalty

Save that a Club for the same offence may be subject to both deduction of points and a fine.

20.

20.  APPEALS

(a) A player or Club found by the Management Sub ​Committee to have committed an offence or upon whom a penalty has been imposed shall have the right of Appeal. Notice of appeal setting out the grounds must be given in writing to the Hon. Secretary of the League within seven days of the decision of the Management Sub-Committee, together with a deposit of twenty five pounds. Upon giving Notice of Appeal the penalty shall not take effect pending the hearing of the Appeal.


(b) The Appeal shall be by way of a rehearing before an Appeals Sub-Committee. This Sub-Committee shall consist of four Committee members other than those who adjudicated at the first hearing, plus the Vice Chairman (or his deputy) who shall have a casting vote and the Hon. Secretary (or his deputy) who will take minutes but may not vote.

The player or Club shall have the same rights of attendance and representation and to call witnesses as they had before the Management Sub-Committee.


(c) The Management Committee may confirm, vary or reverse the previous decision, save that it shall not have the power to increase the penalty. The Management Committee shall also have the power, where they consider the appeal to be without merit, to order that the deposit be forfeited.


(d) The decision of the Appeals Sub-Committee shall be final and binding.


(e) A player who is fined and/or suspended by any other league will not be able to play in any match under the jurisdiction of the Stones Construction Services Cumbria Cricket League until he / she has been cleared by the league concerned.

21.  GROUND SUB-COMMITTEE

The Management Committee shall appoint a ground sub-committee of three members to adjudicate in all matters concerning ground standards.

22.  DRESS

All players shall play in long, white trousers and collared white, sleeved shirts.

23.  ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

(a) The Annual General Meeting shall, where possible, be held on the third Saturday in November of each year and each club shall be entitled to one vote, irrespective of the number of teams each club may have in the League. The voting representative of the Club must be a full member or officer of that Club. Five Clubs shall form a quorum.


(b) Fourteen days notice of the Annual General Meeting shall be given to the Secretary of each club by the Hon. Secretary.  The Notice convening the meeting shall specify any Notices of Motion submitted by the Management Committee or by any club.  

In the latter case, such Notices of Motion and any applications for membership of the League shall have been received by the Hon. Secretary not later than the first day of October in each year.

No new Rules shall be made, or any existing rule altered or repealed, except by a two thirds majority of those present and voting.


(c) The Meeting shall receive Annual Reports from the Hon. Secretary and the Hon. Treasurer, the latter also providing a Statement of Accounts, duly audited, for the financial year commencing on the first day of October and ending on the last day of September.


(d) The Meeting shall appoint the Officers and other members of the Management Committee and they shall hold office until the next Annual General Meeting.


(e) Any club falling to send a representative to the Annual General Meeting shall be fined twenty five pounds.

24.  EXTRAORDINARY GENERAL MEETING

(a) An Extraordinary General Meeting shall be called at any time pursuant to a resolution of the Management Committee or at the request of any five clubs.  At least ten days notice of any such Meeting, specifying the business to be transacted and the date, time and place of the Meeting, shall be sent to each club.  Five Clubs shall form a quorum.


(b) Any club failing to send a representative to the Extraordinary General Meeting shall be fined twenty-five pounds.

25.  CODE OF CONDUCT

The following code of conduct shall apply at all times:-

1. The captains are responsible at all times for ensuring that play is conducted within the spirit of the game as well as within the Laws of Cricket and Rules of the League.

2. Players and Club Officials shall not at any time engage in conduct which could bring them, the game, their club and/or the League into disrepute.

3. Players and Club Officials must at all times accept the umpires’ decisions.  Players must not then show dissent at the umpires’ decisions.

4. Players and Club officials shall not intimidate, assault, or attempt to intimidate or assault, an umpire, other player or spectator.

5. Players and Club Officials shall not use crude or offensive language (known as sledging), nor make offensive or intimidating gestures, nor shall players swear at their own performance.

6. Players and Club Officials shall not use, or in any way be concerned in the use of, or distribution of, banned substances or illegal drugs.

7. Players and Club Officials shall not disclose, or comment upon, any alleged breach of this code, or upon any hearing report a decision arising from such a breach.

8. Players and Club Officials shall not make any press comment that is detrimental to the League, any club or the game in general.

26.
DISSOLUTION
(a) The Cumbria Cricket League is a non-profit making organisation. All profits and surpluses will be used to maintain or improve or develop the League’s facilities or to carry out the objectives of the association to which it is affiliated.  No profit or surplus will be distributed other than to another non-profit making body on a winding-up or dissolution of the Cumbria Cricket League.


(b) If, upon the winding up or dissolution of the Cumbria Cricket League there remains after the satisfaction of all its debts and liabilities any property whatsoever, the same shall be transferred to some other organisation or organisations having objects similar to the objects of the Cumbria Cricket League, such organisation or organisations to be determined by the members of the Cumbria Cricket League by resolution passed at a General Meeting or in the absence of such a resolution (or that the extent to which it cannot be given effect) to the association to which the Cumbria Cricket League is affiliated.



Stones Construction Services CUP


COMPETITION RULES

1. The competition shall be known as the Stones Construction Services Cup Competition.

2. The competition shall be organised by the Cumbria Cricket League and conducted by the Management Committee of the League in accordance with the Laws of Cricket approved by the MCC except where such laws shall be specifically set aside by these Rules.

3. The Competition shall be open to all teams in Division One.

4. The full draw for the Competition shall be made at the Annual General Meeting.

5. All matches up to the final shall be played on a ground chosen by the first named club. Any team unable to commence play within fifteen minutes of the appointed time shall forfeit the right to toss.  All matches on Sundays shall commence at 2.00 p.m.

6. Dates for the competition shall be as arranged by the Hon. Fixture Secretary, and all matches must be played on these specific dates, except that if both teams wish to play any game, other than the Final, before the appointed date, they may do so. The venue for the final shall be at a ground, neutral if possible, arranged by the Management Committee.

7. No player shall play for more than one team in the Competition in any one year. A player shall not be eligible for the Competition if he has played in five or more matches during the current season in (a) The North Lancashire and Cumbria League Premier Division and Division One, Higson Cup, and (b) any cricket of higher grade as determined by the Management Committee. 

(a) Before the Captains toss for choice of innings, each side must provide the Umpires with a match ball and a spare ball. These must be the official Cumbria League Ball, except clubs playing in the North Lancashire and Cumbria League, who may use a North Lancashire and Cumbria League ball, previously used in a North Lancashire and Cumbria League game, but this may not be used as a new ball or as a refurbished ball.

(b) (i) Each side shall bat for forty, six-ball overs unless their innings is completed earlier.

(ii) No bowler may bowl more than eight overs. Part of an over will count as a full over in so far as each bowler’s limit is concerned. When a match consists of fewer than forty overs per side, no bowler may bowl more than one-fifth of the total overs to be bowled by his side.

(iii) The side which scores the more runs will be the winner.

(iv) If the scores are level, the side which has lost fewer wickets shall be the winner.

(v) If the start of the match is delayed by the weather, the latest starting time will be 5.00 p.m., the minimum number of overs being twenty five per side.

(vi) If play starts before 5.00 p.m., additional overs will be allocated at the rate of one per side for every seven minutes making allowance for a tea interval as required.

(c) In the event of the match being rained off or where no conclusive decision is reached for any other reason, the match shall be considered void and must be completely replayed.

(d) Umpires appointed will officiate in all matches and they shall be entitled to the same expenses and fees as operated in league matches, except for the final where expenses only shall be paid.

(e) Up to the final the gate or collection shall be divided equally between the competing teams.

(f) The final gate shall be divided three ways, one third to each of the competing clubs and one third to the host club, after all proper expenses have been met.

(g) The scoresheets of all Cup matches must reach the Hon. Records and Press Officer not later than two days after the matches have been completed.  Responsibility for forwarding score sheets for Cup Finals shall lay with the winning side.

(h) For the Cup Final, both competing teams shall send to the Hon. League Secretary, in writing or by email, a list of their probable team, or squad, for the final tie at least seven days before the scheduled date of the match.  Clubs failing to comply will incur a fine of ten pounds.

9. The club winning the cup shall be responsible for keeping it in safe and good condition.

10. Trophies shall be awarded to both winning and losing teams, Man of the Match and Umpires in the final of the competition. These trophies shall be presented at the conclusion of the match.

11. In any circumstances where the Stones Construction Services Cup competition is run on a group basis, as opposed to a straight knock-out, the following rules will apply:

(a) In the qualifying (group) stages two points will be awarded to the winning team of each game and no points to the losing team.  

In the event of a cancelled or tied game, both teams will be awarded one point.  The teams finishing top of each qualifying group shall advance to the semi-finals.  In the event of two or more teams completing the qualifying group matches on equal points the final group positions will be decided as follows:-

· Firstly, the team gaining the most points in the two qualifying stage matches between the tied teams.

· If the teams are still tied, the formula detailed in League Rule 10(d) will be applied to all qualifying stage matches.

· Finally, a play-off match between the tied teams.

(b) The Management Committee shall have the power to arrange a play-off game between two tied teams in the event of exceptional circumstances.

(c) Any team failing to fulfill a fixture, or fielding ineligible players in a fixture shall be liable to pay the costs, at the discretion of the Management Committee, of any resultant play-off game.

Fast Bowling Directives

Recommended Playing Condition

ECB Premier Leagues are required to adhere strictly to the ECB Fast Bowling Directives for young fast bowlers up to and including the Under 19 age group. The following playing condition is included in the playing conditions for the ECB Under 19 County Championship in 2000, and it is recommended to all ECB Premier Leagues and to all other League that wish to incorporate the Directives into their regulations.

The ECB Fast Bowling Directives will apply to all matches in this competition. Any fast bowler, defined as a bowler to whom a wicket keeper in the same age group would in normal circumstances stand back to take the ball, cannot bowl more than 7 overs in any one spell and must not bowl more than 21 overs during a day’s play.

For Under 17 and Under 16 players the; restriction is a maximum of 6 overs in any one spell and 18 overs during the day.

For Under 15 and Under 14 players; the restriction is a maximum of 5 overs in any one spell and 10 overs during the day. 

Having completed a spell the bowler cannot bowl again, from either end, until an equivalent number of overs to the length of his/her spell have been bowled from the same end. Interruptions in play, whether scheduled or unscheduled, shall reduce this requirement by one over at each end for every 7 minutes of interruption.

Age Groups:  A player's age group is defined by the age of that player on September 1st of the previous year.  The age group is valid for the duration of the season (i.e. a player's age group will not change on September 1st of the current season).

For the purpose of these Directives a fast bowler should be defined as a bowler to whom a wicket keeper in the same age group would in normal circumstances stand back to take the ball.

Having completed a spell the bowler cannot bowl again, from either end, until the equivalent number of overs to the length of his spell have been bowled from the same end.  If play is interrupted, for any reason, for less than 40 minutes any spell in progress at the time of the interruption can be continued after the interruption up the maximum number of oven per spell for the appropriate age group.  If the spell is not continued after the interruption the bowler cannot bowl again, from either end, until the equivalent number of overs to the length of his/her spell before the interruption have been bowled from the same end.  If the interruption is of 40 minutes or more, whether scheduled or not, the bowler can commence a new spell immediately.

Once a bowler covered by these directives has bowled in a match he/she cannot exceed the maximum number of oven per day for his age group even if he/she subsequently bowls spin.  He/she can exceed the maximum overs per spell if bowling spin, but cannot then revert to bowling fast until an equivalent number of overs to the length of his spell have been bowled from the same end.  If he/she bowls pin without exceeding the maximum number of overs in a spell the maximum will apply as soon as he/she reverts to bowling fast.

Captains, Team Managers and Umpires are asked to ensure that these directives are followed at all times.

SAFETY GUIDANCE ON THE WEARING

OF HELMETS BY YOUNG PLAYERS

The Management Committee has decided that subject to any future decision by an AGM, the Cumbria Cricket Leagues’ policy on the above will be:-  All young players must wear a helmet in accordance with the following guidelines.  The only exception to this will be on religious grounds, i.e. for Sikhs who have to wear other headgear.

GUIDANCE

1.
A helmet must be worn by young players when batting and when standing up to the stumps when keeping wicket.

2.
There is a British Standard for helmets (BS 7928:1998) and it is in the best interests of players to ensure that the helmet conforms with this standard.

3.
Fielding Regulations.  No young player in the Under 15 age group or younger shall be allowed to field closer than 8 yards from the middle stump, except behind the wicket on the off side, until the batsman has played the ball.  For players under the age of 13 and below the distance is 11 yards.  These distances apply even if the player is wearing a helmet.  Should a young player in these age groups come within the restricted distance the umpire must stop the game immediately and instruct the fielder to move back. In addition any young player in the 16 to 18 age group who has not reached the age of 18, must wear a helmet and an abdominal protector (box) when fielding within 6 yards of the bat, except behind the wicket on the off side.

4.
Definition of a young player. In law a young person is deemed to be an adult at eighteen. The law also imposes a duty of care on those responsible for minors (i.e. those under 18). The League Management Committee has decided that this guidance will be followed by all players up to the age of 18 in all Cumbria League Matches.
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
